RULE 408. CIRCUMVENTION

(a) A person shall not build, erect, install, or use any equipment or technique that
suppresses or conceals an emission without reducing the total release of air
contaminants to the atmosphere if that release of air contaminants constitutes a
violation of any law, regulation, rule, permit, order, or plan required by rule.

(b) A person shall not alter normal business operations or equipment to suppress
emissions for the purpose of evading detection or concealing emissions during
monitoring or testing.

(c) Subdivision (a) of this rule shall not apply to cases in which the only violation is
nuisance odor under Section 41700 of the Health and Safety Code or nuisance odor
under Rule 402.
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
