(Adopted May 7, 1976)

RULE 443. LABELING OF SOLVENTS
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A person shall not sell or offer for sale for use in the District, in containers of 0.94
liter (one quart) capacity or larger, any organic solvent or material containing
organic solvent unless it is clearly and correctly indicated on the container whether
the solvent is photochemically reactive in accordance with the definition in Rule
102. This requirement may be satisfied by affixing a sticker or label to the
container which sets forth this information.

A person shall not sell or offer for sale for use in the District, in containers of 150
liters (40 galons) capacity or larger, any organic solvent unless the total
percentage by volume of the solvents listed under the definition of photochemically
reactive solvent in Rule 102 is clearly and correctly indicated on the container.
This requirement may be satisfied by affixing a sticker or label to the container
which sets forth this information.

When such materials are sold in bulk, the information required in subsections (@)
and (b) must appear on the invoice in lieu of the container, and a copy of the
invoice must be made available for inspection by District personnel. (For the
purposes of this subsection only, materials sold in bulk shall be considered to be
materias which are transferred from a delivery container located on the premise of
the user or processor.)

The provisions of this rule shall not apply to architectural coatings, materias
registered by the USDA as insecticides, pesticides and herbicides and materials
primarily used as fuels.

This rule becomes effective on January 1, 1977.
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
